Seek to transform unjust structures of society, to challenge  violence of every kind and           
to pursue peace and reconciliation; 
Strive to safeguard the integrity of creation and sustain and renew the life of the earth. 
 
I continue to be amazed at the gifts each of you offer in support of our desire to engage Godôs 
Mission around us from caring for our buildings and grounds to helping to form our children in 
faith to leadership on the vestry to pastoral visiting...our Faith Community is enriched and     
sustained and peopleôs lives are changed because of your witness and generosity!
